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The Era of Baekje In A.D. 475, the first year of King Moonju, Baekje's 22nd King
moved the capital city from Wireyseong in Ha-nam(present Gwangju,
Gyunggi Province) to Ungjin (present Gongju), which had been the
capital of Baekje for 5 kings, 64 years (King Moonju for 2 years ; King
Samgeun, 2 years ; King Dongseong, 22 years ; King Muryung, 22
years; King Seong, 16 years). However, King Seong, who sought to
revive Baekje kingdom, moved the capital to Sabiseong (present Buyeo)
in  A.D. 538,  the  16th  year  of  his  reign.

After Obangje was formed to rule 4 local regions around Sabiseong,
the old capital, Ungjin, located on the north of Sabiseong became
the  base  for ruling  the  neighboring  10  districts.

The Era of Shilla Baekje was overthrown by the allied forces from Shilla and Tang in
A.D.660. Since then Tang ruled the region's, 7 states and 52 districts
for about 10 years.

As Shilla drove out Tang and brought 2 neighboring nations under a
single authority around A.D.670, Shilla's King Shinmoon in the 6th year
of his reign(A.D.686), reorganized and renamed the regions Ungcheon
State, in which he formed Dodok, a state government, and took
charge of 13 provinces and  29  districts.

Ungjin State was renamed Ungju by King Gyungdeok in the
16th  year  of  his  reign ( A.D.757 ).

The Goryeo Dynasty The first king of Goryeo Dynasty, King Taejo, in his 23rd year of his
reign(A.D. 940), changed the name to Gongju, in which he established
Dohobu, a local government office.

King Seongjong in his 2nd year of his reign established
Gongjumok, ne of 12 strategic points in the country, which served as
the headquarter for ruling the regions. In 14th year of King Seongjong
(A.D.995) the local government office system, Mok, was reorganized
into Jeoldosa, an envoy, and as a result Gongjumok in Anjeol-gun, a
county, became a part of Hanam-do, a province.



As a result of King Hyunjong's country-wide jurisdiction reform in
his 9th year of reign(A.D.1018), Gongju-mok was reduced to a branch of
a county, and managed by a governor, who took charge of 4 counties
(the present Gongju, Nonsan, Daedeok and Cheongyang ) and 8
districts.

The region was restored to Gongju-mok in King Choonghye's 2nd
year of reign (A.D.1341) because it turned out to be the hometown of
Gyunghwa-ongju, a princess by a concubine, who was a wife of
Hwaljeok, Wonjopyungjanggak, a high  government official.

The Choseon Dynasty In the period of the first king of Choseon Dynasty, King Taejo,
Gongju-mok, one of the 4 strategic points in the country, was within the
jurisdiction of Gongju-moksa, a civil official, who was in charge of 10
districts (Jeoneui, Jeongsan, Eunjin, Hwoedeok, Jinjam, Yeonsan,
Noseong, Buyeo, Seokseong, and Yeongi ) in 2 counties (Imcheon
and Hansan).

 

Moksa, a civil official, was retitled to Pan-gwan in the period of King
Yeongjo. After Gongju - mok became the seat of Chungcheong
provincial office in King Seonjo's 35th year of reign( A.D.1602 ),
where the provincial governor was stationed and exercised jurisdiction
over 4 Moks and 35 districts in the province, Gongju-mok served as a
center  of  politics, administration, culture.

Gongju - mok was once downgraded to a district from the
period of King Hyeonjong's 11th year of reign(A.D.1670) to King
Sookjong's 5th year(A.D.1679).

In accordance with King Gojong's Decree No. 36, Chungcheong
province was divided into Chungcheongnam-do and Chungcheongbuk-do
(South and North Chungcheong provinces) in the 32rd year of King
Gojong(A.D.1895). As a consequence of the reformation, Gongju-mok
became Gongju-gun, a county, in which Gongju-bu, a central district
office attached to government, was newly established and a
provincial governor was stationed to exercise jurisdiction over
neighboring   27   counties   in   Choongcheongnam - do.



After Japan annexed Choseon in 1910, Gongju-gun, where a minister of
province―retitled from provincial officer―was stationed, continuously
functioned as a provincial seat and the administrative capital of
Chungcheongnam - do.

As a result of the rearrangement of counties and districts in 1914,
Gongju-gun transferred parts of its jurisdiction to Daejeon, Yeongi, and
Buyeo-gun and had the equal status as other counties by being reduced to
13 myeons and eups, towns and subdivisions of a county, which
contained  207 ris and 6 jeongs

Gongju-myeon was elevated to Gonju -eup and the administrative
districts in the county were reorganized into 213 ris, 11 myeons, and 1
eup on April 1, 1932.

After the provincial office moved to Daejeon on October 11, 1932
and Gongju became downgraded to a of county office seat, which
slowed down the growth of    Gongju.

Even after the 1945 Liberation of Korea Gongju remained
unchanged ( 213 ris, 11 myeons, and 1 eup ), except for some
renamed administrative districts, and developed into a city for
education,  culture,  and  tourism.

1973 Rearrangement of the administrative districts on July 1, 1973 resulted
in transferring 5 ris from Gonju-eup-2 ris in Janggi-myeon(Naseong and
Songwon) and 3 ris in Banpo-myeon(Seongdeok, Yeonggok, and Doam)-
to Yeongi-gun and Gongju was left with 306 ris, 11 myeons and 1
eup.

1983 Because of the rearrangement of administrative districts on
February 15, 1983, 4 ris in Tancheon-myeon(Bokryong, Bansong,
Yigok, and Woonam) were incorporated into Iin-myeon; Donghae - ri in
Sagok - myeon into Yugu - myeon. And 4 ris in Iin-myeon(Bongjeong,
Joomi, Taebong, and Ogok), 3 ris in Gyeryong-myeon(Sohak, Singi, and
Sangwang), 4 ris in Janggi-myeon(Singwan, Geumheung, Wolsong, and
Mooreung ), 2 ris in Useong-myeon ( Ssangsin and Wolmi) were all
incorporated into Gongju-eup, resulting in 306 ris and dongs- villages.

1986 In accordance with Legislation No.3798 ( proclaimed on December
8,1985 ) and rearrangement of administrative districts, Gongju - eup
was promoted to Gongju-si, a separate city, on January 1, 1986. As a
consequence, 23 legal dongs (villages) in Gongju-eup were reorganized
into 8 administrative dongs and 58 tongs(the second lowest city
administrative unit), and Gongju-gun was reorganized into 11 myeons
and  273  administrative ris.

1987 In accordance with Presidential Decree No.1207 ( proclaimed on
December 23, 1986), on January 1, 1987, Gongju-si was reorganized
into 24 legal dongs and 60 tongs, and Gongju-gun was reorganized into
269 administrative ris after Geomsang-ri in Iin - myeon was
incorporated into Gongju - si and Sinyeong-ri was transferred to
Iin-myeon and Mancheon-ri in Sinpoong-myeon  to  Yugu - myeon.

In accordance with Gongju-gun Regulation No .992, Dogye-ri in
Janggi - myeon was reorganized into Dogye-1, 2, 3ri, Daegyo-ri into
Daegyo-1, 2ri, Gwangjeong -1, 2ri in Jeongan-myeon into Gwangjeong-
1, 2, 3ri, resulting in 273 administrative ris   in   Gongju - gun.

1989 In accordance with Gongju - si Regulation on Tong and Ban
Establishment Section 4 , Gongju-si was reorganized into 24 legal dongs
and 69 tongs and 384 bans after expanding 3 tongs in Ongnyong-dong, 1
tong in Singwan-dong on January 31, 1989, 1 tong in Singwan-dong
on March 24, 1990, and 4 tongs in Singwan - dong on August 1,
1989.

1991 In accordance with Gongju - gun Regulation No.1203, Gongju-gun
was reorganized into 275 administrative ris after Bangmoon-ri was
expanded to Bangmoon-1, 2ri, Daeseong-ri to Daeseong-1, 2ri on April
12, 1991 and in accordance with Gongju - si Regulation on Tong and
Ban Establishment Section 4, Gongju-si was reorganized into 70 tongs
and 395 bans after expanding 1 tong and 11 bans 1 tong in Singwan-
dong, 4 bans in Sanseong-dong, 6 bans in Ungjin-dong, 1 ban in
Geumhak - dong  on   November  11,  1991.



1992 In accordance with Gongju - si Regulation on Tong and Ban
Establishment Section 4, Gongju-si was reorganized into 71 tongs and
401 bans after expanding 1 tong and 6 bans- 1 tong in Ongnyong-dong, 1
ban in Sanseong-dong, 5 bans in Ongnyong-dong, 1 tong in Singwan-
dong on February 18, 1989, and in accordance with Gongju - gun
Regulation No.1229, Gongju - gun was reorganized into 277
administrative ris after Bonggok - ri was expanded to Bonggok -1,
2,  3ri  on  June  1, 1992.

1993 In accordance with Gongju-si Regulation on the Establishment of
Tong and Ban Section 4 , Gongju-si was reorganized into 79 tongs and
456 bans after expanding 8 tong and 55 bans- 2 tongs and 3 bans in
Ungjin-dong , 2 tongs and 22 bans in Singwan-dong on February 10,
1993, 3 tongs and 17 bans in Ongnyong -dong on July 19, 1993, 1 tong
and 8 bans in Ungjin-dong on December 17, 1993, and in accordance
with Gongju-gun Regulation No.1281, a part of Wolo-ri Sangwol -
myeon in Nonsan-gun was incorporated into Wolgok-ri in Gyeryong -
myeon   on   December   22,  1993.

1995 In accordance with Legislation No. 4774, Regulation on Setting up
Urban-Agriculture Composite Communities, on January 1, 1995
Gongju-si and Gongju - gun were incorporated into Gongju-si, expanded
to a new big city with 11 myeons, 8dongs, 277 is, 96 tongs, and
1,820  bans.

In accordance with Gongju-si Regulation No. 126(proclaimed on
March 2, 1995), Yugu - myeon was promoted to Yugu-eup and
reorganized  into 1 eup, 10 myeons,    and   8   dongs.

1997 In accordance with Gongju - si Regulation No.221 ( proclaimed on
October 25, 1997), a part of San 30-8 Geumheung-dong(18 lots of
20,571 ) was incorporated into Singwan - dong to correct illogical
administrative   boundary.

In accordance with Gongju-si Regulation No. 221 on Names of Tong
Ban and Rearrangement of Administrative Boundaries(proclaimed on

October 25, 1997), Gongju-si established Singwan 22 and 23 tong(2
tongs and 12 bans), and was expanded to 1 eup, 10 myeon, 8 dongs, 277
ris, 98 tongs, and 1,836 bans.



1998 In accordance with Gongju-si Regulation No.260 on Names
of Dong Ri, Rearrangement of Administrative Boundaries, and Number
of men in Tong· Ri (proclaimed on December 1, 1998 to promote the
merger and abolition of oversized and small dongs), Singwan and
Geumheung-dong were merged to Singwan-dong, Junghak and
Bonghwang-dong became Junghak-dong, and in accordance with
Gongju-si Regulation on the Establishment of Tong and Ban No.
262(proclaimed on December 1, 1999), 8 tongs were established(2 tongs
in Ungjin-dong, 1 in Ongnyong-dong, 5 in Singwan-dong). As a result,
Gongju-si became a city with 1 eup, 10 myeons, 6 dongs, 277 ris, 107
tongs, and 1,901 bans.

1999 In accordance with Gongju - si Regulation No.297 ( proclaimed on
October 15, 1999), 5 bans(2 in Yugu-eup, 1 in Uidang-myeon, and 2 in
Useong-myeon) were reduced, and 2 ris in Uidang-myeon, 4
bans ( 2 in Janggi and Useong-myeon) and 3 tongs in Singwan-dong
were established. As a result, Gongju-si consisted of 1 eup, 10 myeons,
6 dongs, 279 ris, 110 tongs, and 1,925 bans.

2002 In accordance with Gongju - si Regulation No.411 ( proclaimed on
November 1, 2002), 30 bans(1 in Banpo-myeon, 1 in Janggi-myeon, 3 in
Uidang-myeon, 4 in Ungjin-dong, 21 in Singwan-dong) were added
and 4 tongs (1 in Ungjin-dong, 1 in Geumhak-dong, 2 in Singwan-dong)
were established. As a result, Gongju-si became a city with 1 eup, 10
myeons, 6 dongs, 279 ris, 114 tongs, and   1,960 bans.

2004 In accordance with Gongju-si Regulation No.464 (Proclaimed on
June 15, 2004), 15 bans (8 in Jeongan-myeon, 2 in Useong-myeon, 5
in Singwan-dong) were added and 1 tong (1 in Singwan-dong) was
established. As a result, Gongju-si became a city with 1 eup, 10
myeons,  6 dongs,  279  ris, 115  tongs,  and  1,975 bans.

2005 In accordance with Gongju-si Regulation No.523 (Proclaimed on
November 15, 2005), 2 tongs and 18 bans(8 in Singwan 33 tong, 10 in
Singwan 34 tong) were established in Singwan-dong. As a result,
Gongju-si became a city with 1 eup, 10 myeons, 6 dongs, 279 ris,
117  tongs,  and  1,993 bans



2006 In accordance with Gongju-si Regulation No.535 (Proclaimed on
May 11, 2006), 7 bans(Geumsung 1 tong) in Sanseong-dong were
reduced to 4 bans and with same Regulation  No. 570(Proclaimed on Oct.
16, 2006), 1tong 12bans(Singwan 35th tong) were added in Singwan-
dong. As a result Gongju-si became a city with 1 eup, 10 myeons, 6
dongs,  279  ris,  118  tongs,  and  2,002 bans.

2007 In accordance with Gongju-si Regulation No. 583(proclamed on Feb.
15, 2007), 1tong 11bans(singwan 36th tong) were added in Singwan-
dong. As a result Gongju-si became a city with 1eup, 10myeons, 6dongs,
279ris, 119tongs  and 2013bans

2008 In accordance with Gongju-si Regulation No. 658(proclamed on Oct.20,
2008) Ungjin-dong and Sanseong-dong were consolidated into Ungjin-
dong and Dukji-ri was divided into Dukji 1-ri, Dukji 2-ri(Tancheon-
myeon), As a result Gongju-si became a city with 1eup, 10myeons,
5dongs, 280ris, 119tongs  and 2013bans

2009 In accordance with Gongju- si Regulation No 680(proclamed on
Apr.15.2009) 2 tongs 14 bans (8 in Geumhak 7 tong, 6 in Geumhak 8
tong) were added in Geumhak-dong, same Regulation No 689
(proclamed on Aug. 3. 2009) 1tongs 15bans(Singwan 37 tong) were
added in Singwan-dong , same Regulation No 699 (proclamed on Dec.
1. 2009) 2tongs 10bans(6 in Singwan 38 tong, 4 in Singwan 39 tong)
were added in Singwan-dong. As a result , Gongju-si became a city with
1eup, 10myeons, 5dongs, 280ris, 124tongs and 2,052bans.

2011 In accordance with Gongju- si Regulation No 757(proclamed on
Feb.15.2011) 2 tongs 18 bans (8 in Geumheung 5 tong, 10 in Geumheung
6 tong) were added in Singwan-dong and14 bans (4 of Yugu-eup, 2 of
Uidang-myeon, 2 of Jeongan-myeon, 5 of Ungjin-dong and 1 of
Singwan-dong) were reduced. As a result, Gongju-si became a city
with  1eup, 10myeons, 5dongs, 280ris, 126tongs and 2,056bans.

In accordance with Gongju- si Regulation No 821(proclaimed on
June.19.2012) , 5 ris in Banpo-myeon (Seonggang-ri, Bongam-ri,
Gukgong-ri,Wonbong-ri,Donam-ri), 5 ris in Uidang-myeon(Songjeong-ri,
Songhak-ri,Yonghyeon-ri,Yongam-ri, Taesan-ri) and 11 ris in Janggi-
myeon(Songmun-ri, Pyeonggi-ri, Daegyo-ri, Habong-ri, Dogye-ri,
Bongan-ri, Jecheon-ri, Eunyong-ri, Sanhak-ri, Dangam-ri, Geumam-ri)
were incorporated into Sejong Metropolitan Autonomous City.
Abolishing Janggi-myeon, Gongju-si established Wolsong-dong
includindg Seokjangri-dong, Songseon-dong, Donghyeon-dong and 5
tongs belong to Singwan-dong. As a result, Gongju-si became a city with
1 eup, 9 myeon,6 dongs,245 ris,131 tongs and 1,928 bans.

2013 In accordance with Gongju-si Regulation No 845(proclamed on
Feb.15.2013), Yoryong-ri in Uidang-myeon was divided into Yoryong
1-ri. Yoryong 2-ri and 2 ris(Cheongryong 5-ri, Cheongryong 6-ri) were
established in Uidang-myeon. 2 bans(1 in Yugu-eup, 1 in Singwan-dong)
were also added, As a result, Gongju-si became a city with 1eup,
10myeons, 6dongs, 248ris, 131tongs and 1,930bans.

2018 In accordance with Gongju-si ordinance No1181(proclamed on
Aug.16.2018), There were added 1tong 8bans in Woongjin-dong,
3tongs 26bans in Shingwan-dong, and 2tongs 18bans in Wolsong-dong.
As a result, Gongju-si became a city with 1eup, 9myeons, 6dongs,
248ris, 137tongs and 1,977bans.

2019 In accordance with Gongju-si ordinance No1252(proclamed on
Jun.3.2019), Gongam 1-ri in Banpo-myeon, Cheongryong 5-ri in Uidang-
myeon and Okryong 1-tong in Okryong-dong was divided into Gongam
1-ri Gongam 3-ri, Cheongryong 5-ri Cheongryong 7-ri, Okryong 1-tong,
Okryong 21-tong. Wolsong-dong 4tongs 16bans(Geumheung 7, 8-tong,
Wolsong 4, 5-tong) were established As a result, Gongju-si became a
city with 1eup, 9myeons,  6dongs, 250ris, 142tongs and 2,022bans.

2020 In accordance with Gongju-si ordinance No1361(proclamed on
Sep.21.2020) newly established Class 5 for the efficient management of
Haetnim Apartment in Songhak 1-ri, Tancheon-myeon, and has been
adjusted to 142 Tongs and 2,023 classes in 6 dongs, 9 myeons, 1 eup.

Gongju City, located at the center of Chungcheongnam-do,
occupies a basin surrounded by Charyeong Mountains in the

northwest and Mt. Gyeryong in the southeast. It adjoins
Daejeon Metropolitan City and Sejong Special Self-governing
City in the east, Yesan-gun and Cheongyang-gun in the west,

Nonsan city and Buyeo-gun in the south, and Cheonan City

Jeongan-myeon and Yugu-eup, consisted of mainly
granite and granitic gneiss, are enclosed by Charyeong
Mountains in the north and Noryeong Mountains in the
south. In the southeast rises Mt. Gyeryong(846.47 m), a place

of great natural beauty, and it forms areas of 200~300meter-
high hilly country in Banpo-myeon and Gyeryong-myeon.
Geumgang and its tributary rivers nourish the neighboring
fertile plains 

The region itself is the tourist attraction, including Mt.
Gyeryong National Park, 4 Great Buddhist Temples

and from Daejeon to west coast), is becoming a center of
education, culture, and transportation.

(Donghaksa, Gapsa, Sinwonsa and Magoksa), and is also
famous for the relics of Baekje Dynasty. Gongju City,
